STARKE COUNTY

IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING 2018 BOARD APPOINTMENTS

The Starke County Commissioners and Starke County Council are seeking interested, qualified, and community minded individuals for 2018 Board appointments as follows:

1. Starke Regular Drain Board – (36-9-27)  1 Commissioner appointment.   3 year term.  Appointees must be resident freeholders of the county who are knowledgeable in drainage matters.   
2. Kankakee Iroquois Regional Plan Commission “K.I.R.P.C.” (IC 36-7-7)                    2 Commissioner appointments   1 year term.

All persons appointed to the commission must be knowledgeable in matters of physical, social, or economic development of the region; and residents of the municipality, county, or region that they represent.  
3.  Planning Commission (IC 36-7-4)  2 Commissioner appointment (1R & 1D)      4 year term.  Each citizen member shall be appointed because of the member's knowledge and 
experience in community affairs, the member's awareness of the social, economic, agricultural, and industrial problems of the area, and the member's interest in the development and integration of the area.  Must be:  a resident of an unincorporated area of the county; or a resident of the county who is also an owner of real property located in whole or in part in an unincorporated area of the county. 
4.  Board of Zoning Appeals (36-7-4-902)  1 Commissioner appointments.   4 year term.  Each division of the advisory board of zoning appeals consists of five (5) members as follows:
(1) Three (3) citizen members appointed by the executive of the municipality or county, of whom one (1) must be a member of the plan commission and two (2) must not be members of the plan commission.
(2) One (1) citizen member appointed by the fiscal body of the municipality or county, who must not be a member of the plan commission.
(3) One (1) member appointed by the plan commission from the plan commission's membership, who must be a county agricultural agent or a citizen member of the plan commission other than the member appointed under subdivision (1).

5. Health Board (IC 16-20)   2 Commissioner appointments - (1D & 1R)   4 year term.     The members of a local board of health shall be chosen as follows:
        (1) Four (4) persons knowledgeable in public health, at least two (2) of whom 

       are licensed physicians. The other two (2) appointees may be any of the                         following: 

            (A) A registered nurse licensed under IC 25-23.
            (B) A registered pharmacist licensed under IC 25-26.
            (C) A dentist licensed under IC 25-14.
            (D) A hospital administrator.
            (E) A social worker.
            (F) An attorney with expertise in health matters.
            (G) A school superintendent.
            (H) A veterinarian licensed under IC 25-38.1.
            (I) A professional engineer registered under IC 25-31.
            (J) An environmental scientist.
        (2) Two (2) representatives of the general public.
        (3) One (1) representative described in either subdivision (1) or (2). 
6. Starke County Library Board - 1 Commissioner appointment  and the North Judson-Wayne Township Library Board – 1 Council appointment  4 year terms  IC 36-12-2-7 Library board appointee; residency
Sec. 7. (a) Except as provided in subsection (b), an appointee to a library board must:
(1) reside in the library district during the time the appointee is on the library board; and
(2) have resided in the library district served by the public library for at least the two (2) years immediately preceding the appointee's appointment to the library board.
7. Aviation Board (IC 8-22)  1 Commissioner appointment (R) 4 year term 
8. Hospital Community Board  2 Commissioner appointments – (2 R) 4 year term
9. Alcoholic Beverage Board (IC 7.1-2-4)  1 Commissioner appointment (R) and 1 Council appointment (D) 1 year term An appointed member of a local board shall possess the following qualifications:
    (a) He shall be twenty-one (21) years of age or older;
    (b) He shall have been a bona fide resident of the county in which he is to serve for at least five (5) years immediately preceding his appointment;
    (c) He shall never have been convicted of a felony under the laws of this state or of the United States; and,
    (d) He shall have a good moral character.

10.   Regional Workforce Board – (Commissioner appointment as recommended by SCED Director, Charles Weaver) 
11.  P.T.A.B.O.A. Board – (IC 6-1.1-28-1) 2 Commissioner appointments (1D & 1R) and 1 Council appointment  1 year term  (c) This subsection applies to a county in which the board of commissioners elects to have a three (3) member county property tax assessment board of appeals. In addition to the county assessor, only one (1) other individual who is an officer or employee of a county or township may serve on the board of appeals in the county in which the individual is an officer or employee. Subject to subsections (g) and (h), the fiscal body of the county shall appoint one (1) individual to the board. The member appointed by the county fiscal body must be a certified level two or level three assessor-appraiser. Subject to subsections (d) and (e), the board of commissioners of the county shall appoint two (2) freehold members so that not more than two (2) of the three (3) members may be of the same political party and so that at least two (2) of the three (3) members are residents of the county. At least one (1) of the members appointed by the board of county commissioners must be a certified level two or level three assessor-appraiser. The board of county commissioners may waive the requirement in this subsection that one (1) of the freehold members appointed by the board of county commissioners must be a certified level two or level three assessor-appraiser.
12.  Innkeepers Convention and Visitor’s Commission – (IC 6-9-18)  
Commissioner Appointments  (political balance required)  Commission for   
promotion of convention, visitor, and tourism industry
13.  Starke County Building Corp.  ----- per Articles of Incorporation – 3      year appointment
 Many of these Boards require specific party affiliation under Indiana Code.  Party affiliation is determined by the most recent primary election in which the individual voted or letter of support provided by the party Chairman.  

Currently seated Board members may be given preference for a subsequent term.
